Parents will be given information on special events as soon as possible.  Some events may include but are not limited to; classroom parties, speakers and presentations, field trips, Reading Fair, Science Fair, March is Reading month activities, Homecoming, and Snowball. 
Academic Subject Area 
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Reading:  We will be using the Wonders reading series.  The stories will be read and discussed, and concepts such as genre, author's purpose, plot and characters, cause and effect, main idea, sequencing, and valid generalizations will be taught.  At the fourth grade level students are not only expected to read and comprehend the story, but also answer higher level questions.  For this reason each student is encouraged to read and discuss the stories at home as well.  

Students are expected to have a book for silent reading at all times.  We will be going to the library once a week to check out books, they may bring a book from home, or borrow one from the classroom library.  
Vocabulary skill building is also a main concept that we will cover throughout the entire year.  

Student will also be responsible for reading and completing the questions for two novels throughout the school year.  This is done on their own time and due at the end of each marking period.
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Math: Students will be introduced to many new concepts this year.

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Spelling:  Students will be assigned words that they are responsible of       

                             studying at home .  I encourage you to keep the word list in a 
                             convenient place and study daily.  
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Grammar:  Students will cover many grammar concepts throughout the 
year. Each week a new concept will be covered, along with review.  
Students will discuss the four types of sentences, all eight parts of speech in 
detail, as well as capitalization and punctuation. 
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Social Studies:  We will be covering Exploration and the Revolutionary
